Technology for your home

3. Purchase tools and set-up schedules for your devices.  
 

LED Lighting

Assessment​ (Call 855-433-2700 to schedule). 
2. Advocate for and support the switch to LEDs at community buildings in your 

neighborhood (churches, community centers, schools). 
3. Ask your workplace about their plans for switching to LEDs.

1. Turn the temperature up (in summer) or down (in winter) 2°F.

3. Replace your manual or programmable thermostat with a smart thermostat or tell

Or, conside​r 
installing a microfiber filter to your washing machine like ​Planet Care​, ​Lint LUV-R​, 
or ​Girlfriend Collective​.
